Cassie Ulrich is in her second year as head coach for
the Salt Lake Community College Women’s Soccer pro-
gram. Ulrich was promoted to the program’s lead in the
summer of 2021, after serving as an assistant coach in
the previous year for both the SLCC Men’s and Women’s
Soccer programs.

In the Spring 2021 season, Ulrich helped coach both
teams to unprecedented success. For the first time in
either program’s history, each team made it to their re-
spective NJCAA National Tournament, advancing all the
way to the final match. The women’s program ended as
NJCAA runner-up with a season record of 15-2-1, while
the men’s program ended as NJCAA champions with a
record of 16-1-1. Both programs swept the titles for the
SWAC Regular Season, Region 18 Tournament, and the
West District to earn an automatic bid as the #2 seed in
their respective national tournaments.

Ulrich also coached the goalkeepers for both pro-
grams. Sophomore Carli Jager was named to the NJCAA
All-Tournament Team after having earned a spot on the
SWAC Second-Team. On the men’s team, Jose Arellano
earned SWAC First Team honors and Christian Olivares
was named a United Soccer Coaches All-American.

Coach Ulrich is originally from Albuquerque, New
Mexico. She played NCAA Division | soccer at the Uni-
versity of New Mexico from 2011-2015, where she was
a three-year starter and captained the team in 2014 and
2015. A two-time All-Mountain West Conference goal-
keeper, Ulrich boasts the 2nd most wins in the Lobo pro-
gram history after starting in 57 matches for more than
5,000 minutes. In her career she totaled 19 shutouts, 198
saves, and ended with a 0.89 Goals-Against-Average.

After she graduated from UNM, Ulrich went on to play
soccer and futsal in England at the University of Not-
tingham while getting her Masters and also training with
the Aston Villa Ladies. Prior to joining SLCC, Ulrich be-
gan coaching at the University of Nottingham where she
coached soccer, futsal, and the goalkeepers.

Ulrich graduated from University of New Mexico in
2015 with a B.S. in Exercise Science. She then received
her M.S. in Management from the University of Notting-
ham in 2018.

Amy LePeilbet, a longtime fixture in the soccer world who won
Olympic Gold for Team USA in the 2012 London Olympics, was
hired as an assistant coach for the Salt Lake Community College
Women’s Soccer program in 2021. Before joining SLCC, LePeilbet
most recently served as the interim head coach for the Utah Roy-

A graduate of Arizona State University with a degree in Sociol-
ogy, LePeilbet served as an assistant coach from 2018-20 with
the Royals, focusing on player development. She also coached
the Royals FC Reserves, a development team associated with the
program.

Her playing experiences are well-noted, with LePeilbet playing a
role on the U.S. Women’s National Team from 2004 through 2013. Her notable accomplishments include
the Olympic success in London, along with helping Team USA to a silver finish in the 2011 Women’s
World Cup in Germany. She was an All-American at Arizona State, along with earning CoSIDA Academic
All-America honors.
