Mark Davis enters his eighth year at the helm of
the SLCC men’s and women’s soccer programs after
developing the program during the summer of 2016.

Davis has a long history of successful coaching
at the collegiate level. The Utah native previously
coached at BYU-Hawaii, working with the men’s soc-
cer program. He led his men’s team to a .609 (15-8-
9) overall winning percentage and .740 (15-3-7) per-
centage in the PacWest.
